Page 6(a)

Services covered by a dentist must be related to the treatment of a medical condition such as acute pain, infection,
or fracture of the jaw and include examination of the oral cavity, required radiographs, complex oral surgical
procedures such as treatment of maxillofacial fractures, administration of an appropriate level of anesthesia and
the prescription of pain medication and antibiotics.

6. Medical care and any other types of remedial care recognized under State law, furnished by
licensed practitioners within the scope of their practice as defined by State law.

6b. Optometrists' services.
Optometrists' services when they are provided by a licensed optometrist. See section 12d for limitations on eyeglasses and
contact lenses.
