* In December 2020, Congress approved and then-President
Trump signed the Consolidated Appropriations Act of 2021.

* The law includes two separate investments in the SAPT Block
Grant: $1.858 billion through the annual or “regular” FY 2021
appropriations process and $1.65 billion in supplemental
funding provided as part of the law’s section dedicated to

COVID-19 relief
