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2023 New CPT HCPCS Codes 
 
AHCCCS (Arizona Health Care Cost Containment System) has updated the system with 
all the CPT and HCPCS coding changes for April 1, 2023. The April 2023 changes can 
be found on the CMS.gov HCPCS April update. With the Public Health Emergency 
(PHE) expected to end May 11, 2023, CMS is closing some codes effective May 11, 
2023.

• J0610 Injection, calcium gluconate (Fresenius Kabi), per 10 ml

Not effective for dates of service May 11, 2023, and after: 
• G2023 Specimen collection for Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome 

Coronavirus 2 (SARS-CoV-2) (Coronavirus disease [COVID-19]), any specimen 
source 

• G2024 Specimen collection for severe acute respiratory syndrome coronavirus 2 
(SARS-CoV-2) (coronavirus disease [COVID-19]) from an individual in a SNF 
or by a laboratory on behalf of a HHA, any specimen source  

• U0003 Infectious agent detection by nucleic acid (DNA or RNA); severe acute 
respiratory syndrome coronavirus 2 (SARS-CoV-2) (coronavirus disease

• U0004 2019-nCoV coronavirus, SARS-CoV-2/2019-nCoV (COVID-19), any 
technique, multiple types, or subtypes (includes all targets), non-CDC, making 
use of high throughput technologies as described by CMS-2020-01-R 

• U0005 Infectious agent detection by nucleic acid (DNA or RNA); severe acute 
respiratory syndrome coronavirus 2 (SARS-CoV-2) (coronavirus disease 
[COVID-19]), amplified probe technique, CDC or non-CDC, making use of high 
throughput technologies, completed within 2 calendar days from date of 
specimen collection (list separately in addition to either HCPCS code U0003 or 
U0004) as described by CMS-2020-01-R2
