1. AHCCCS OVERVIEW
AHCCCS is the single state Medicaid and behavioral health agency for the State of Arizona. In that capacity

it is responsible for operating the Title XIX and Title XXI programs through the State’s 1115 Research and
Demonstration Waiver, which was granted by the Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS), U.S.
Department of Health and Human Services. As of March 1, 2018, AHCCCS provides coverage to
approximately 1.8 million members in Arizona.

Over 82.43% of the AHCCCS program’s expenditures in SFY 2017 were through managed care programs.
AHCCCS contracts with Managed Care Organizations (MCOs) that are responsible for providing Acute, Long
Term Care, and Behavioral Health Services. A list of contracted plans can be found here:

The program has a total fund budget for SFY 2018 of approximately $13.5 billion. AHCCCS has over 70,000
active providers in Arizona, such as individual medical and behavioral health practitioners, therapy
disciplines, institutions, durable medical equipment companies and transportation entities.

As a grantee of Substance Abuse Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA), AHCCCS is allocated
the Mental Health Block Grant (MHBG) and the Substance Abuse Block Grant (SABG). The Mental Health
Block Grant (MHBG) supports behavioral health services to adults with Serious Mental Illness (SMI) and
children with Serious Emotional Disturbance (SED). It is designed to support states in reducing their
reliance on psychiatric inpatient services and to facilitate the development of effective community-based
mental health services and programs for adults with SMI and children with SED. The Substance Abuse
Block Grant (SABG) supports primary prevention services and treatment services for members with
Substance Use Disorders (SUD). It is used to plan, implement, and evaluate activities to prevent and treat
SUD. Grant funds are also used to provide early intervention services for Human Immunodeficiency Virus
(HIV) and Tuberculosis (TB) disease in high-risk substance users.

2. PROJECT OVERVIEW

2.1 Peer and family involvement with AHCCCS enables those who have first-hand experience with
systems of care (SOC) to have direct and meaningful input into the Behavioral Health System,
policies, programs, and/or practices that affect service delivery and the health and wellness of
peers and their families. This type of engagement is different from the important role that
peers and family members play in determining and controlling the array of services and
support provided to them and requires additional preparation and ongoing support and
development.

2.1.1 Examples of peer and family member involvement include but is not limited to, participation
in advisory councils, document review, serving on committees, policy development,
curriculum development, training, program evaluation and providing mentoring and support
to other peers and family members.

2.1.2 Peer and family member involvement provides AHCCCS with an opportunity for direct
dialogue regarding AHCCCS peer-defined strengths or barriers that impede efficient and
effective services (quality of care).

3. OBJECTIVE
To build a statewide network of peers and family members to increase their active involvement with
AHCCCS programs that benefit from and require a peer and family voice, such as policy development,
advisory workgroups, task forces, and committees.

4. LEGAL AUTHORITY
This solicitation and any resultant contract is being entered into and administered pursuant to A.R.S. 41-
2501 et. seq., and administrative rules and regulations A.A.C. R2-7-101 et. seq., that constitutes the
Arizona Procurement Code.

No legal liability on the
part of the State for any payment may arise under this Contract beyond the current state fiscal
year until funds are made available for performance of this Contract.

Availability of Funds for the current State fiscal year. Should the State Legislature enter back
into session and reduce the appropriations or for any reason and these goods or services are
not funded, the State may take any of the following actions:

4.5.1 Accept a decrease in price offered by the Contractor;
4.5.2 Cancel the Contract; or
4.5.3 Cancel the contract and re-solicit the requirements.

5. Contract Changes

Amendments. This Contract is issued under the authority of the Procurement Officer who
signed this Contract.

Indemnification.

The Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the
State against any liability, including costs and expenses, for infringement of any patent,
trademark or copyright arising out of Contract performance or use by the State of materials
furnished or work performed under this Contract. The State shall reasonably notify the
Contractor of any claim for which it may be liable under this paragraph. If the Contractor is
insured pursuant to A.R.S. § 41-621 and § 35-154, this section shall not apply.

Force Majeure.

6.4.1 Except for payment of sums due, neither party shall be liable to the other nor deemed
in default under this Contract if and to the extent that such party’s performance of this
Contract is prevented by reason of force majeure. The term “force majeure” means an
occurrence that is beyond the control of the party affected and occurs without its fault
or negligence. Without limiting the foregoing, force majeure includes acts of God; acts
of the public enemy; war; riots; strikes; mobilization; labor disputes; civil disorders; fire;
flood; lockouts; injunctions-intervention-acts; or failures or refusals to act by
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government authority; and other similar occurrences beyond the control of the party
declaring force majeure which such party is unable to prevent by exercising reasonable
diligence.

6.4.2 Force Majeure shall not include the following occurrences:

The
time of completion shall be extended by Contract Amendment for a period of time
equal to the time that results or effects of such delay prevent the delayed party from
performing in accordance with this Contract.

6.4.4 Any delay or failure in performance by either party hereto shall not constitute default
hereunder or give rise to any claim for damages or loss of anticipated profits if, and to
the extent that such delay or failure is caused by force majeure.

6.5 Third Party Antitrust Violations. The Contractor assigns to the State any claim for overcharges
resulting from antitrust violations to the extent that those violations concern materials or
services supplied by third parties to the Contractor, toward fulfillment of this Contract.

Warranties

7.1 Liens. The Contractor warrants that the materials supplied under this Contract are free of liens
and shall remain free of liens.

7.2 Quality. Unless otherwise modified elsewhere in these terms and conditions, the Contractor

warrants that, for one year after acceptance by the State of the materials, they shall be:
7.2.1 Of a quality to pass without objection in the trade under the Contract description;
7.2.2 Fit for the intended purposes for which the materials are used;
7.2.3 Within the variations permitted by the Contract and are of even kind, quantity, and
quality within each unit and among all units;

On delivery of nonconforming
materials or services, the State may terminate the Contract for default under applicable
termination clauses in the Contract, exercise any of its rights and remedies under the Uniform
Commercial Code, or pursue any other right or remedy available to it.

Right of Offset. The State shall be entitled to offset against any sums due the Contractor, any
expenses or costs incurred by the State, or damages assessed by the State concerning the
Contractor’s non-conforming performance or failure to perform the Contract, including
expenses, costs and damages described in the Uniform Terms and Conditions.

Cancellation for Conflict of Interest. Pursuant to A.R.S. § 38-511, the State may cancel this
Contract within three (3) years after Contract execution without penalty or further obligation if
any person significantly involved in initiating, negotiating, securing, drafting or creating the
Contract on behalf of the State is or becomes at any time while the Contract or an extension of
the Contract is in effect an employee of or a consultant to any other party to this Contract with
respect to the subject matter of the Contract.

Gratuities. The State may, by written notice, terminate this Contract, in whole or in part, if the
State determines that employment or a Gratuity was offered or made by the Contractor or a
representative of the Contractor to any officer or employee of the State for the purpose of
influencing the outcome of the procurement or securing the Contract, an amendment to the
Contract, or favorable treatment concerning the Contract, including the making of any
determination or decision about contract performance. The State, in addition to any other
rights or remedies, shall be entitled to recover exemplary damages in the amount of three
times the value of the Gratuity offered by the Contractor.
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9.3 Suspension or Debarment. The State may, by written notice to the Contractor, immediately
terminate this Contract if the State determines that the Contractor has been debarred,
suspended or otherwise lawfully prohibited from participating in any public procurement
activity, including but not limited to, being disapproved as a subcontractor of any public
procurement unit or other governmental body.
