AHCCCS Monthly Report on Medicaid Eligibility Renewals

Laws 2023, Chapter 17, Section 3 states that AHCCCS shall submit a monthly report to the Legislature,
beginning May 15, 2023, on metrics related to the resumption of Medicaid eligibility renewals. The
below table represents the agency’s report submission for the month of April 2023. The AHCCCS Return
to Regular Renewals webpage contains further information, resources and reporting on this topic,

including a data dashboard of monthly renewal progress.

Metric Information April 2023

1. The total number of AHCCCS members who were due for renewal in April 2023. | 230,119

2. The total number of AHCCCS members for whom a renewal was initiated in 230,526
April 2023.

3. Of the AHCCCS members due for renewal, the number of members who were 162,693
renewed and remained enrolled in either AHCCCS or KidsCare.

4. Of the AHCCCS members due for renewal, the number of members who were 14,158
determined ineligible for AHCCCS or KidsCare and who were referred to the
federally facilitated marketplace.

5. Of the AHCCCS members due for renewal, the number of members whose 5,477
eligibility was terminated for procedural reasons such as a failure to respond to
requests for information.

6. Of the AHCCCS members due for renewal, the number of members whose 48,198
renewal was not completed.
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
